You will need a location with full sun for vegetabés.

Decide if your fants
are going to be annuals or perennials as some flowge
need only small amount of direct sunlight. Othersike
full sun. Read the planting label that comes with gur
plant.

Use a North-South direction layout if possible. You
plants will get all the light they need and shadinguill
not be a problem. If this is not possible, an Eadt¥est
location will work, just be sure to maximize the salight
as much as possible.

A location with a small amount of downhill grale will
help keep the soil under the stackers drained.

Your location needs to have a smooth surfacéhe
rotating of the HYDRO-STACKERSO will be more
effective.

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INSTALLING THE
HYDRO-STACKERO

1. Lay out your %2 inch piece of pipe and measuta from one

end 24 inches and put a reference mark. This is hodeep the
pipe will be driven into the ground (Diagram “B”). Take the
Y% inch pipe and insert a 7/16 bolt in the end thas the
shortest distance to the mark you made. The longestd will
be the end driven into the ground. Now drive the jpe into
the ground and check to make sure it is level. Thiwill make
your planters stand straight up. Drive all the % irch pipes
that came with your kit into the ground. Be sure toremove
the bolt when you are finished(Use Diagram “A” to space
the HYDRO-STACKERGOss if you are installing more than
one. (The ground cloth is optional with this kit.)
Take the % inch pipe (Part #4) and make a refence mark
2" inches from the end of the pipe. The shoend that is
marked will be driven into the ground to this mark,
(Diagram B). Drive all the pipes that came with gur kit
into the ground using the 7/16” bolt.

3. Take the HYDRO-STACKEROQ slip swivel (Part #6)

and put it over the end of the % inch pipe anckt it slide
down the pipe to the ground (Diagram B)This will allow
your HYDRO-STACKER O planters to turn freely. Install
one for each pipe you have driven into the ground.

4. Slide one HYDRO-STACKER™ Funnel Connector

(Part #6A) and the Thrust Washer (Part #6B) ontaach %
inch pipe supplied with your

HYDRO-STACKERO kit. (Diagram C).

Slide the HYDRO-STACKERD Funnel (Part #7) over
the % inch pipe, (Diagram C).

Wet the media that came with your kithioroughly before
placing into the planters.

. Take one HYDRO-STACKERD planter (Part #8) and

fill it with the media. Fill all planters to just below the
top of the sides. If you overfill the planter, tley will not
lock onto each other.
Now take the HYDRO-STACKERD Nutrient Diffuser
(Part #9) and put it on top of the last HYDRO-
STACKERO planter (Part #8, Diagram C).Fill the
diffuser with media also.

Take the 2 Ib package of Secret Sauce markedrP“A”
and mix with 1 gallon of regular water. (Thiswater does
not need to be pH balanced). Mark your containefA.”
Make sure contents are totally dissolved beforesing.
Now take another one-gallon container and mark “B.”
Fill the container with regular water and put in Secret
Sauce Part “B.” Make sure contents are totally
dissolved before using.

It takes % tablespoon of concentrated Part “Aand Part
“B” per gallon of fresh water to make a mixed soltion.

For growing any vegetable.

The correct amount of nutrient should be one cart per
feeding. Pour this into the diffuser slowly.

You want to feed three times daily. Some plantsuch as
tomatoes may need more feeding. This will dependho
temperature, climate and location. Remember, feethe
plants only as needed. Do not feed in theesing or after
dark. Plants need light for growth and they wil not feed
in the dark.

Now you are ready to begin enjoying your HYDRO-
STACKER™ growing unit. You will be amazed at how
rapidly your plants will grow. Your vegetabks will taste
better.
